
Doggie Christmas Cookies 
 
2 c ................Flour 
1 c ................Cornmeal 
½ c ...............Bacon (chopped & 

cooked w/fat) 
4 ea..............Eggs  
½ c ...............Water 
¼ c ..........Vegetable Oil 
 
 
1. Preheat oven to 350ºF. 
2. Scramble 3 of the eggs. 
3. Mix all of the remaining ingredients 

together well.   
4. Roll out to about ½ “ thick and cut 

with small cookie cutters. 
5. Place on cookie sheet and bake for 

about 20 min. 
6. Let cool and place in a container.  

Keep refrigerated.
